I t  w i l l  probably be necessary 
t o  reduce the off icers  on board t o  one below allowance i n  each destroyer, 
submarine and large axxi l iary and t o  detach two off icers ,  one l ieutenant 
and one l ieutenant (junior grade) or ensign, from each majo r  ship, 

The Bureau i s  f u l l y  cognizant o f  the difi ' icult ies attendant upon 
frequent sh i f t s  of personnel and will make every e f for t  t o  reduce detach- 
ments t o  a clinimum consistent w i t h  the demands described above. I t  i s  
hoped t5a.t the information contained herein m i l l  be u€ assistance t o  
a c t i v i t i e s  ashore and a€leat i n  planniaa& operations f o r  the coming year.
