Patrick J. Murphy, Redioman le, U.S.N,, for hie hercic action in deliber-
ately end knowingly risking his life in attempting fto seve the life of 2
shipmate. Noticing that Alton Beauchomp, late Radiomen first class, U.8.N.,
was being held and electrocuted by the current of a TD tronsmitter, he im-
mediately jumped towards and hit him, thus causing him to fall clear, —lore

he worked over hi: in en atienpt at resuscitation. Such conduct is in keeping
with the bhest tralitions of the naval service.

John P. Doyle, 3zzman 2¢, U.S.N., for his prompt znd coursgeous ection vhich
undoubtedly saved a child's 1if'e., On 6 June 1934, while on leave frem his
ship in ‘msterdem, Holland, he dived into a cansl and brought & drowning
child within resclt of help on the dyke. Such sction is in keeping with the
best traditicons of the navel service.

Raymond L. Ouellette, Fireman 3c, U.S.N., for his prompt and couregecus
action which undeoubtedly saved the life of a shipmate. He dived into shark-
infested waters and towed Jam=s T. Rhea, Signolmen ie, to a life preserver,
later assisting in hoisting the unconscicus shipmete aboard. lHis ection

in disregard of his ovn personal sefety is in keeping with the best tra-
ditions of the navel service.

EFFECT OF TELFPHONES ON MAGNETIC COMPASSES.

It is not unusual for o telephone, battle, sound-powered or ship'e
service, to be used near the magnetic steering compzss. Sometimes; the
telephone is used very clecse to the compass for communication with another
station for the specific purpose of checking the megnetic compass. The
Bureau desires to pnint out thzt telephones contain relatively strong
magnets, and that = magnetic compass may be in errcer when telephones are
promiscuously used in the vicinity. The distsnce at which the telephone
may affect the compnss cannot be predicted, but tests have indicated thet
there will be no appreciable effect at distances in excess of twelve feet.

PILOT CHART, OCTOBER, 1934.

On the reverse side of the Pilot Chart of the North Pacific Ocean
for October, 1934, just issued by the Hydrographic Office, will be found
o presentation of the average expectancy of the circulation of the surface
water of the North Pecific Ocean for the quarter September, October, and
Hovember, based upon averaged conditions reported observed during the years
1904-1924, inclusive, by the observers of the Hydrographic Office.

While this presentation in the mein hes appeared before on the Pilot
Charts; that is, showing the character of the currents observed by "Current
Roses" with current percentages concentrated upon 16 points, the average
drifts in miles per day, the number of observations on which the "Roses"
were based, and the resultant directiond the averaged current in each one-
degree quadrangle, there has now been added the resultant drift (in miles
per day) of the current in these one-degree quadrangles.

This current presentetion will enable the navigator to more rapidly
anticipate the vagaries in the circulation of the sea and air.

Supplement No. 1 to H. 0. Publications Nos. 87 and 88 (Internstionel
Code of Signals, 1931) will shortly appear on the reverse side of the Pilot
‘Chart of the North Atlantic Ocean for September, 1934, and also be issued
separately in pamphlet form.

CHANGE IN LANDING FORCE MANUAL.

A change in Parsgraph 14-5 of the Landing Force Manual, U. S. Navy,
is now being distributed to all ships. Ships will receive & number of copiee
of the change in accordance with the number of copies of the Landing Force
Manual on the allowance list. Shore stations should request from the Bureau
the number of copies of the changes for each copy of the Landing Force now
on hand.

TRAINING OF SQUND MOTION PICTURE OPERATORS.

211 ships and stations should anticipate the transfer or discharge of
their specially qualified men such as sound motion picture operators, barbers,
laundrymen, cobblers, etc., as the Bureau is not normally prepared to pro-
vide qualified reliefs.

Where allowances are sufficiently large, treined reliefs should be pro-
vided by commands concerned, sending suitanle men to service schools vhere
necessary. On shore stations where allowances are too small to permit this,
the Bureau should be advised in sufficient time to arrange for the treining
of a relief.



TRANSPORTATION OF DEPENDENTS.

The change of home ports of the Scouting Force, effective 21 fagust,
cuthorized transportation for 1,000 or more dependents of the ofilicers ond
men attached to these vessels, from the East to the West Coast, Ieny ro-
quests for authority to issue commercial transportation for the dependents,
or for authority for the dependents to travel by private automobile, or by
commercial cerrier, ere being received by the Buresau, snd are being acted on
as rapidly es possible.

Bureau of Navigation Circulor Letter No. 37-34, covering the travel of
dependents, was necessary on account.of this changs of the hom: ports of the
Scouting Force. It will be necessary to request additionel funde of Congress
and more data was required by the Bureau. The first sentence in paragraph two
of this circular letter, reading, "Officers #nd men must =2lso apply to the
Bureau of Nevigation for authority to perform travel between the coests by
automobile, or to purchase trensportetion from personal funds", refers only
to the travel of dependents, the subject of this letter.
