To receive the benefit, eligible Sailors must
meet all of the following criteria:

Both are E-5 and below

Both assigned to sea duty

Have no other dependents

Share the same household

Have declined government quarters

The entitlement authorized by the National
Defense Authorization Act is effective Oct. 1,
2003. The Navy has programmed for the esti-
mated $9.3 million fiscal year 2004 cost.

This policy change will benefit approxi-
mately 1,200 Navy couples.
