The Chief of Naval Personnel has lifted the stop
movement order to Pensacola, Fla., in
NAVADMIN 278-04.

The damage wrought by Hurricane

Ivan necessitated a stop movement
order in September, affecting Sailors with
orders to Naval Air Station (NAS)
Pensacola, NAS Whiting Field,

Corry Station, Saufley Field, and all
tenant commands and activities aboard
those installations as either an ultimate or
intermediate duty station.

Although the stop movement is lifted,
family housing is limited in and around
Pensacola, both on and off base, due to
the hurricane. Sailors transferring to the C—
Pensacola area may wish to leave their families at ‘ —

their current duty station. Those wishing to do so :

may submit requests to draw basic housing allowance based on their —_
family’s current permanent residence location. This entitlement

remains in effect until housing availability in Pensacola normalizes.
